Machine Repair  

Sew Much Fun! õs qualified Bernina technician comes to Gastonia every Tuesday and Concord every other Monday.  

We will work on a first come, first served basis and try very hard to be as quick as possible.  Please understand 

that if a part has to be ordered, the Sew Much Fun! staff has no control over when the part will be delivered.  

We understand how hard it is for you to be without your Bernina!  

NOTE:  Please include only your power cord, foot control, #1 foot, bobbin case and a bobbin.  If you are having 

your embroidery unit checked, please include a hoop and an embroidery foot.  If you own a BSR, bring this so we 

get make sure it is up to date. Also, if your machine came with a hard case, bring your machine in the case.  You 

will be asked to take your rolling suitcases home as we donõt have the space.  Thanks! 

Bernina Software Lessons  

Version 6 of the Bernina software is fabulous!  Come learn all about the new features and improved features.  The 

teacherõs computer will have V.6 on it, but you will be able to follow along with V.5 if you have not updated to V.6.  

Once you see all V.6 can do, Iõm sure you will want to update! 

There is a fee of $15 each for classes 2 ñ8 for software purchased from Sew Much Fun!.  If you purchased your 

software elsewhere, the fee is $30 each for all classes.
